Irrigation Standards: 

 High-Volume irrigation, if used, does not exceed 50% of the landscape area. 

 Medium-Volume irrigation, if no high volume is used, does not exceed 75% of the landscape area. 

 Low-Volume irrigation or no irrigation is at least 25% of the landscape area. 

 All spray heads installed are pressure regulating with matched precipitation rates. 

 There is a minimum 6 inches of cover over distribution lines. 

 A functioning rain sensor device has been installed, free and clear of any over head obstructions and above 

the height of the sprinkler coverage. 

 An approved backflow prevention device has been properly installed 

 Spray and rotor patterns provide head to head coverage. 

 There is a minimum 4 inch separation between distribution equipment and sidewalks and pavement. 

 There is no direct spray onto or over sidewalks, buildings, roadways or driveways. 

 There is a minimum 12 inch separation between distribution equipment and buildings or other vertical 

structures. 

 Rotors, sprays and micro-irrigation are not mixed in the same zone. 

 An automatic controller capable of being set to one minute run times with battery backup has been installed. 

 If used, micro-irrigation devices are rated in Gallons per Hour. 

 Rotors and spray heads are not obstructed by landscape. 

 A Compliance Checklist, as built sketch and the timer manual has been provided to the property owner.   

 A Compliance Checklist and as built sketch have been provided to the permitting authority.   

 Information on watering hours has been provided for the property owner.
